“Personalidad de la Semaha”

“Personalidad de la Semana” is a tool I use to gain insight into my
students personality, likes, dislikes, and their family life. It also helps me develop
a safe and non threatening classroom environment right off the bat. I do ask the
students to present in Spanish to the best of their ability.

I use this tool at the beginning of the school year. Each student is given a
poster that includes specific statements that must be completed in Spanish as
well as illustrated. The poster asks them to state their name, age, weight,
height, some of their favorite things and dreams, and to describe their family and
friends. They are given sufficient time to answer and illustrate the poster during
the first week of school when we are all getting to know each other.

Once the children have completed the activity, I collect all the posters and
store them for later use. At the end of the first school week, I present my poster
which was previously completed. I include photographs and special items from
home that are important to me and reflect who I am. I do not disclose
everything about mysélf, providing the students with an opportunity to ask
questions after my presentation. This allows them to feel comfortable with me as
their new teacher as well as learn a few personai aspects about me. |

Each Friday or chosen day, time is allocated for a student to present their
“Personalidad de la Semana”. A 10-15 minute time slot at the end of the day is
typically sufficient. Depending on the classroom and school schedule, you should
have enough time throughout the school year to provide each student with an
opportunity to present their poster and share the special things they brought.
This gives students a chance to practice their verbal skills in Spanish in a relaxed
environment, and allows them to create strong bonds, building a closer

community within the classroom.

In my classroom I expect my student to speak Spanish during math, science, and social studies.
One of the methods that I use to promote Spanish conversation in the class is to do our morning meeting
in Spanish as well as using a classroom economy. So as soon as the student enter the classroom each

morning they unpack and get right into speaking in Spanish. I think this a great way to start off the day.

I like doing morning meeting with my students because it gets them settled in for the day and it
promotes a classroom community. Morning meeting usually takes us about 15 to 20 minutes and we do
this every morning; unless something special is going on that day and the schedule does not allow for our

meeting.

Moming meeting consists of a greeting and an activity. I try to choose a greeting that doesn’t take
too long so that we can spend more time on doing an activity. Some of the greeﬁngs that we do are,
what’s the news, the shoe greeting, baseball, and the compliment. Everyone is expected to listen to the
person speaking, actively participate, and make eye contact. After the greeting we play a short game like,
ship captain, Simon says, big booty, or honey, do you love me? Another thing I like to do with my
students is to reward them during the day for good behavior. If I notice a group doing something well then
I reward them with a colored chip, like speaking Spénish during Spanish time. However if they aren’t
doing what they’re supposed to then I take chips away. At the end of the month, the group with the most
| chips wins a prize. I have different colored chips and each month I use a different color. I have about 30
- chips of each color. If the class finishes the color then I move onto another color. At the end of the month

the class has all the chips of one color then they get a special treat.

I think that morning meeting and a classroom economy work great in my classroom. My students
are not always motivated to speak Spanish and I have found these ideas to be motivating for my

sometimes-reluctant students.

One activity that I like to incorporate in my classroom in the 5 minute free write in the
target language. In this activity, T give the students a topic (whether it would be a
reflection of the days’ lesson, a cultural connection of something that was previously
mtroduced, an introduction question prior to introducing a new topic, or the student’s
opinion on a particular activity). I allow the students to write in this manner just to
practice thinking and writing in the target language without feeling the pressure that it is
going to be checked or presented in front of the rest of the class. I will sometimes allow
the students to share their responses with the rest of the class or Wlth a partner if they so
wish.

Another activity that I use quite often in my classroom when introducing a new
grammatical concept, such as a tense, is the PACE model. This acronym stands for-
presentation, attention, construction, and extension. The first aspect, presentation, is
where I present the grammatical concept/tense in the form of a skit or story accompanied
by pictures to convey an understanding for the students even if they are unsure of what is
being said. I typically display the story for the students to visually see and then call
attention, using scaffolding as the main idea, to the particular grammatical concept that I
am wishing to present, this would be the attention aspect of the PACE model. After the
students are able to note the difference, I then go into the construction aspect of the
model, breaking down how the grammatical concept is used in the target language and its
formation. The extension aspect of this model is something that I try to modify from time
 to time with a variety of activities, either using an information-gap activity, a listening
activity, a writing activity, or a game to allow the students to begin using the newly
introduced grammatical concept.

Objectives:

Procedure;

1. Form groups of 4-5 students.

I suppose if a teacher is not inclined to actually participate in a
role-play scenario, this may not be appropriate for him or her. Also, I had counted this as extra credit,
and the students seemed quite motivated to do well.

Spanish IV — Verbs of Influence and Indirect Commands
As compared to use of the infinitive when no subject change

In Spanish IV I have students divide in pre-assigned groups of 3-4.
After being instructed on how verbs of influence require the
subjunctive after the word “que” and that indirect commands begin
with “que” plus the subjunctive, each group in turn selects a chore
‘that is familiar and tells someone from another group that they
want “person 1” to do the chore. The chosen “person 1” then has
the choice of getting up and doing it OR answering the group with
“I don’t want to do (whatever the chore was)” “Have “person 2” do
it. © - |
“Person 2” is then obliged to carry out the chore.
‘Rules : 1. The “person” chosen to do the activity must not have
been asked to do any other chore that day.

. 2. Members of the selected person’s group may help
him/her construct a response.

' Example : Group : Queremos que Antonio barra el piso.

Antonio : CHOICE : sweeps the floor OR

Says : “ No quiero barrer el piso. Que Luis lo haga.”
(or “ Que Luis barra el piso. ) |

Good vocabulary practice...

T call this the Paper Clip Game. This game is similar to the Flyswatter
Game, but more students can practice at the same time and this is great if
~ you have quiet students that don't like to go to the front of the room.

Students are paired up. Each student receives a paper clip. Each pair
receives a paper that contains pictures to represent the vocabulary words
being studied. Teacher or caller calls out a word in the target language.
Students race to beat their partner putting their paper clip on the matching
picture. Students keep score on their own and you call out the next word as
soon as their quiet. My high school students really get into this game and
it's fun to watch! T've never seen them get quiet so quickly. You can award
prizes or bonus points to the winners, but T find that most of the time
students are just happy to play. Variations include using words instead of
pictures, ciocks, etc...

To Promote Conversation:

Set up the class in a U shape and put your desk in the U
Place 2-3 seats deliberately together-give left and right brain
pair seating assignments or boy-girl if possible.

To Practice Vocabulary: (same setting)

Give a timed assignment and ask students to work together.
Ask each paired group to share. Give pictures of people and
animals in odd situations and ask student pairs to write a
caption for the picture and then share with the class .(Think-
Pair Share)

Give instructions for a picture in Spanish and have students
illustrate it.

- SING short ditties that incorporate the vocabulary or teach
supplemental vocabulary (type of substitution drill).

To Assess Participation: In this or any activity- Walk around
the classroom and act as the facilitator and suggest- this will
maintain students on task.

Ask students to help you grade a short quiz they just took.
Tell them that if they grade correctly you will add 3 pts. to
their quiz. They must sign their name at the bottom of the
quiz they grade. Why is this good? It forces students

to read. It gives immediate feedback. It also helps you to
grade. (not good in classes with too many Sp.needs pupils)

To Improve Written Work:

Provide students with a rubric and a model of what you
expect.

To Guide a Paragraph: Ask questions in the order you would
like them answered to create an introduction, a text and a
conclusion. I also like to do storyboards. In storyboards
illustrations can guide the paragraphs. Students may tell you
more than you have asked.

Two years ago, my district received grant money to purchase projectors and SmartBoards
(interactive white boards) for each of the high school teachers. Since that time, I have
experimented with many different types of activities to incorporate the new technology.

- Now T use the website (www.go.hrw.com) of my textbook series to do various activities
that correspond with each section and chapter of the textbooks. There are activities to
click-and-drag vocabulary words to match them to pictures, questions with multiple
choice answers, put conversations in order. However, the favorite activity is to open up
the giant keyboard on the screen and use it to type forms verbs into the blanks to
complete sentences. I have found that my students love to go up to the board and will
do anything. I have a CD that comes with the textbook that is for the teacher. I copy the
grammar workbook activities into Microsoft Word, delete the answers, enlarge the font,
add more space between the lines, and paste them into the SmartBoard Notebook
software. My students are eager to write their homework answers on the SmartBoard.
Sometimes I write sentences in English and then I have volunteers go up to write them in
Spanish. I have never had so many students who are willing to write complete sentences.
We also use it play pictionary to practice vocab, 1 have used www.quia.com to find
activities that are already made by other teachers. My students learned their countries
and capttals so quickly last year by using some of the fun activities and playing
concentration. I have never had so many students’ hands go up to volunteer to
participate. They do a lot of work without it feeling like it is a lot.
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
